Graduation fees of $100 can be paid in the bookkeeping office or online through 
the BCHS website starting on 7/26/21.  Graduation fees increase to $120 on 
11/20/21 and increase to $140 on 2/1/22. 
 
Graduation announcements senior assembly and the junior class ring assembly 
will be on 11/12/21.  Herff Jones representatives will be at BCHS to assist during 
lunch and in the café for parents from 6pm to 8pm on 11/17/21 and 11/18/21.

1. To book an appointment either in studio or on campus on select campus dates  
2. Please bring clothing for formal yearbook photo and a couple of personal outfits to wear for your senior portrait session 
3. Go to https://new.leonards.com/ 
4. Click on Book Appointment 
5. You must create an account using your email address. If you don’t have one already, create an account 
6. Enter your access code; if you don’t have one select don’t have it. It will ask you your school and student ID# to verify you and then give you your access code 
7. If you still need help call Leonard's Customer Service at 1-800-215-4852 
8. Sitting/Publication Fees start at:  $10.00 paid online 
9. BOYS:  Wear a white tank top or white t-shirt. Leonard’s will provide a tux 
10. GIRLS:  Wear a tank or top that you can drop off your shoulders, spaghetti strap shirt is preferred. Also, think about the neckline. Do you want to wear a 

necklace? Earrings?  The drape will be provided
