Colleges and universities look at your HS resume for:

What types of courses did he/she take; were they regular, honors, or AP/DE
levels?

What kind of grades did he/she earn in those courses?
What is his/her unweighted and weighted cumulative GPA?
How did he/she score on the ACT and/or SAT (best combined scores)?

You should plan to take the PSAT next fall (S15) and your first ACT
and SAT in late spring of your junior year.
