iii. English: English 1 -4
iv. Science: Biology, Earth Space, Environmental, Physical

lll.  Algebra 1l Credit Recovery (Registration Forms in Guidance)
a. This program is for current 9-11"" graders needing to retake Algebra 1 for grade
forgiveness or to earn credit for a previously failed Algebra 1 class
b. June 11"-July 18" from 8:30a-12:30p

IV. PERT/Algebra 1 EOC Prep (Registration Forms in Guidance)
a. PERT is for students in the 2015-2017 graduation cohort who still need a math
concordant score to graduate.
i. June 11""-June 27" from 8:30a-12:30p
ii. PERT test dates: 6/13, 6/20, and 6/27
b. Algebra 1 EOC Prep is for students in the 2018 cohort who fail the 2019 EOC
and need to retake it (includes middle schoolers who fail the same test)
i. July 15%-July 18" from 8:30a-12:30p
ii. Algebra 1 EOC test dates: July 17" & 18"

V.  ACT Prep (Registration Forms in the Guidance Office)
a. Program is for rising 11" and 12" graders who need to pass the 10" grade FSA
for ELA or earn a concordant score to meet graduation requirements.
b. July 11*"-18" from 8:30a-12:30p
ACT test is July 13" (Taken at Osceola High or Clearwater High)
d. Voucher registration will be completed during ACT Prep class (No Date Yet)
