Please follow one of the three options before your child is able to
return school:

1. They receive a negative COVID test result provided by their

healthcare provider OR a Department of Health approved COVID testing site AND your student
no longer has symptoms OR

2. Your child receives written permission to return to school from an MD, DO/DOM, or ARNP
OR

3. Your child can return in 11 days if symptoms are improving.

officials. FortifyFL was created and funded by the 2018 Florida Legislature as part of the
Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School Public Safety Act.
