Seniors,  

The senior assembly, reserved parking distribution and locks/lockers will be on Monday morning. 

If you want to choose a parking space on Monday, you must purchase your $25.00 reserved spot 

no later than 5:00pm on Sunday July 31. You can do so by visiting the senior website at 

https://elhssenior.weebly.com/senior-parking.html.  

 

All reserved parking is first-come first-serve on Monday, so plan accordingly. The assembly 

begins at 7:30am on Monday. Seniors will have an opportunity to meet with their school counselor 

on Monday to make schedule corrections if needed. Senior Computer distribution will occur after 

school starts as we are still awaiting new computers to arrive from Dell. 

 

Student Schedules 

That brings us to schedules for next year. Student schedules will be visible in Focus on August 1. 

The master schedule is still very much in flux, and there will be changes likely until students 

arrive back on the 10th.  Please remember electives are not guaranteed and since our school is at 

capacity, there are very few options.  

 

There is a change for language arts classes. Students enrolling in English 2 Honors, and or English 

3/English 3 Honors are now enrolled in Cambridge AICE General Paper. This new international 

curriculum provides additional emphasis on writing. Other content is very similar to what has been 

taught previously. Students will also be awarded a quality point for the course which will help 

boost their Grade Point average.
