Organization Tips
· A student has the tools needed for learning.  Get the materials that your teacher recommends to buy.  Get a different colored folder for each subject.

· Arrive on time.  Being on time is important because the class doesn’t start when the bell rings, it starts when the teacher starts the class.

· Set a specific time aside for study time or homework time.  Use this time every day, not just days that you have homework.  When you don’t have homework , which is rarely, you can use this time to read a book, write a thank you note to a relative, or solve a math puzzle.  

· Keep a planner/agenda book.  Write down important dates, when assignments are due, and what you are doing in your social life.  Use this book to plan your time wisely.  

· Check your planner/agenda book before you leave school, so you have all the materials you need to accomplish your homework assignments.  

· Divide your assignments into small tasks.  This will help you manage your time wisely and keep you from feeling overwhelmed.  

· Have a special place for your school stuff.  Always keep things in the same place so you know where to look for them.  

· If you find that you are forgetting things, write notes to yourself and leave them where you will see them every day.

· Get in a routine.  Follow the same routine every day.

· Keep extra pencils and pens in your pencil pouch.

· Keep all papers neatly in folders so they don’t get crinkled.

· At the end of each grade period, take home your folders and clean them out or as directed by your teacher.   

· In your backpack, face spines of books and folders outward so you can see which book or folder you are gathering and so that the pages do not get bent when you are putting your books away.  Put your books in chronological order (1st period, 2nd period, 3rd period, etc.) as to when your classes occur.  

· Make a “to study” list.  Study lists will help you avoid procrastination, organize your schedule logically, and give you a feeling of accomplishment as you complete it in a timely manner.  

· If you are absent, see your teacher about makeup work and complete it in a timely manner.

· Pack your backpack in the evening so it is ready to go the next day.  

· Put your name on personal items.

· Anything you don’t need at school, keep at home.
