Information for Continuing College Students

1. Be a recipient of a Dunedin Youth Guild Scholarship in a previous year.
2. Submit the following information to Dunedin Youth Guild by June 15" of each year you
request continuing funds:
a. Your Fall and Spring Transcripts,
b. A letter requesting continuing scholarship funds.
3. In order to qualify for continuing scholarship funds the following criteria must be met:
a. Maintain a cumulative grade point average of 3.0;
b. Be enrolled as a full-time student.
