5. Volunteers must not interrupt teacher instruction or otherwise behave in any disruptive

manner.

6. Cell phones must be turned off and placed out of sight while volunteering.

7. No food, gum, candy, or drinks are permitted while volunteering.

8. Volunteers work strictly in the teacher's direction and under teacher supervision.
