-Early Decision: Students should only aﬁ IM to this deadline is
they are 100% sure the want to attend the University. If students
are accepted under his deadline, they must withdraw their
applications from other schools.

-Regular Decision: This the last date to apply.
-Summer Session: Some schools offer freshmen Summer sessions.
