How does 1-Ready know what type of lessons my child needs?

The 1-Ready Diagnostic 1s an adaptive assessment that adjusts its questions to suit your child’s
needs. Each question that a student sees is individualized based on his/her answer to the
previous question.

* For example:  a series of correct answers will result in slightly harder questions
a series of incorrect answers will yield slightly easier questions
At the end of the Diagnostic, your child's overall reading level is revealed as a 3-digit number.

Students also receive individual scores for their vocabulary, for their comprehension of
informational text, and for their comprehension of literature. The purpose of the i-Ready
Diagnostic 1s to determine the best way to support your child's learning in the classroom.
