What to Do When Your Child is Ill? 
Please follow one of the three options: 
1 A written diagnosis from a doctor that states illness is not Covid related. Student 
should be free of symptoms from the diagnosis written by doctor. Bring in the docu-
mentation to the school nurse. 
2 Student tested negative on a PCR Covid Test. Bring in the documentation to the 
school nurse. 
3 If no doctor diagnosis or Covid test is administered, the student can return to 
school after 10 days have gone by since the symptoms began, AND student has 
been fever-free for 24 hours without the use of medicine, AND the student’s symp-
toms have improved.
