Uniform Policy

Boys
Shorts/Pants: Black, navy blue, or khaki (no jeans or sweatpants)
Shirts: Polo or button down style in black, navy blue, light blue or white.
Socks: Any solid color

Shoes: Closed-toe. Sneakers preferred. Boots, sandals, and crocs are NOT permitted.
Jackets/Sweaters: [tems black, navy blue, light blue or white in color are preferred

Girls

Shorts/Skorts/Skirts/Jumpers/Pants: Black, navy blue, or khaki (no jeans or sweatpants)
Shirts: Polo or button down style in black, navy blue, light blue or white

Socks/Leggings: Any solid color (leggings may only be worn under skirts/jumpers)
Shoes: Closed-toe. Sneakers preferred. Boots, sandals, and crocs are NOT permitted.
Jackets/Sweaters: [tems black, navy blue, light blue or white in color are preferred

Hair/Hats/Sunglasses

Hair: Students are encouraged to wear hair styles that are not distracting. Colorful
hair dyes are not permitted. Mohawk haircuts are not permitted.

Hats: Hats or the wearing of hoods are never allowed in the classrooms, Cafeteria or
hallways, but may be worn for outdoor PE.

Sunglasses: Sunglasses are not permitted in the classroom or at PE without a
doctor’s note prescribing the use of sunglasses.

Notes

e Underwear may not be visible to the eye at any time. Bottoms must be worn at
the waist.

e If a student is out of uniform, their parent will be called to bring a change of
clothing.

e Parents will be notified in advance of any events/incentives that will permit
students to dress out of uniform.

e Outerwear must not be used to avoid conforming to the uniform policy.
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
