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SUMMARY

This document reports the number of out-of-school suspensions for the 2011-2012 school year. Suspensions are reported in two ways: one way is a
count of all the suspensions that occurred; the second way is to count the number of individual students who received one or more suspensions.

During the 2011-12 school year, nearly 90% of the over ninety-six-thousand students were not suspended.

The number of suspensions for the 2011-12 school year decreased 2.8% from 2010-11 and the number of individual students suspended
decreased by 4.6%. The 2011-12 student enrollment decreased by 1.9% from the 2010-11 school year.
