NHS Selection Procedure
To alleviate confusion, it is essential that all preliminary candidates and their parents understand the selection procedure.  Please read this page carefully before signing below.  If you have any questions, see Mrs. Zengel.  The national website is also an excellent source of information.  That address is www.nhs.us.
1.  At this time, you have qualified scholastically for NHS membership.  The scholarship criterion is first and foremost, but it 
is not the only standard for acceptance.

2.  The faculty of SPHS- those with whom you have had contact in the last calendar year- will evaluate you in the areas of 
leadership and character as observed in the classroom and during your participation in extracurricular activities.  
These evaluations are confidential.  

The qualified NHS member (as outlined in the NHS advisor’s handbook)

~takes criticism willingly and accepts recommendations graciously

~exemplifies desirable qualities of personality (friendliness, poise, stability)

~upholds the principles of morality and ethics

~cooperates by complying with school and community rules and regulations

3.  The discipline record of each candidate is reviewed.
4.  The attendance record of each candidate is reviewed, looking for evidence of skipped classes or excessive tardiness.
5.  After this packet is submitted and the faculty has completed their evaluations, the advisor presents the collected 
information to a faculty council approved by the principal.  The faculty council consists of five teachers.  The 
council’s members are a mix of IB and traditional program teachers who know the juniors and seniors of SPHS 
very well.  The information collected on each candidate is discussed by the council, but their vote on each 
candidate is ultimately individual and confidential.  All data is considered:  service/leadership packet, faculty 
              evaluations, faculty comments, discipline record, attendance record.  The advisor is a non-voting member of the 
              council.  A candidate must receive a majority vote of the council to be selected.
6.  The council will vote to 1) accept, 2) accept on probationary status, 3) permanently decline, or 4) decline, with 

re-evaluation at next selection.  Probationary acceptances and declination of memberships are usually 

due to specific disciplinary issues as noted in the candidate’s discipline record and through faculty input.

7.  The decision of the faculty council is final.  This is stipulated by the NHS national constitution.

8.  A student cannot appeal non-selection.  Selection into NHS is by law a privilege, not a right.  Legal appeals cannot be 
made for denial of a privilege.

9.  The selection or non-selection of each candidate is on an individual basis.  This is not a competition among candidates.  
Each candidate is selected on the basis of his or her personal qualifications.

I understand that consideration for NHS involves a faculty rating of leadership and character.  Even though ratings and comments made by the faculty have subjective components, I will respect the professionalism, integrity, and confidentiality of that rating.  I understand that the decision of the faculty council, made after all information on each candidate is considered, is final.
