Course Description (CPALMS) Length 

Art Students explore media and techniques used to create a variety of 2-D and 3-D artworks 
through developing skills in drawing, painting, printmaking, and collage.

AVID Prepares students for college readiness and success. The sixth grade AVID course is an intro to 
the AVID philosophy. Students will develop awareness of the values accompanying goals and 
success by building self-confidence and communication skills with peers and adults.
