1. On your locker assignment day, you can purchase a lock or use a Countryside High School lock 

from previous years as long as the number on the back of the lock is a V70 or V638.  

2. If you have previously purchased a Countryside High School lock, you must bring your lock and 

combination with you on your locker assignment day. You will be asked to put the lock on your 

locker immediately!  

3. If you need to purchase a lock, it is $5.00 - cash only! Exact cash is appreciated! 

4. If you will not be able to attend your locker assignment day, you can have a friend/parent/other 

relative get your locker assignment for you. 

 Your friend/parent/other relative will need a signed letter from you giving them 

permission to get your locker assignment.

Pinellas Pathways to Graduation 

 
Pinellas County Schools developed Pathways to Graduation to provide students with a roadmap of course 
options to ensure that they graduate prepared for their educational and career goals after high school. 
  
There are three Pathways: The Advanced Scholar Pathway, the College Scholar Pathway and the 
Technical/College Pathway. 
  
Each Pathway provides course options that help students complete the requirements for earning a high 
school diploma. The Pathways also allow our graduates to distinguish themselves when they apply to 
colleges, universities and technical schools, or enter the workforce.  

Students can choose different Pathways later or multiple Pathways at the same time. No matter which 
Pathway(s) students choose, they will be eligible for any or all of the diploma seals, also known as Diploma 
Designations: the state’s Scholar and Merit designations and Pinellas County Schools Advanced Scholar 
designation.
