The CELLA test is a test used for initial testing, exit and used every year after the student has been in the program for 2 years 11 months.  The CELLA descriptors are easy to understand.   There are only 4 levels on the CELLA as compared to the ACCESS that has 6 levels.

You will see:

BEG  means Beginning: level 1

LIN   means Low Intermediate: level 2

HIN
 means High Intermediate: level 3
