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How to Write a Note to School

Here are some examples for writing notes to school:
At the beginning of your note, you should start it with one of the
phrases:

To Whom It May Concern:
To the ESOL teacher,

To the Office Of:

Special note about Miss, Ms. and Mrs.:

Miss is a title used generally by unmarried women.

Ms. is a title used by women regardless of their marital status.
Mrs. is a title used generally by married women.

At the end of your note, you should end it with one of the following
phrases and always include your signature:

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How to Excuse an Absence

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Notes to the School Nurse

Pinellas County School Board and School Health Services work
together to provide safe medication administration to your student
while at school. We encourage you to develop a schedule minimizing
or eliminating medications at school. However if a medication is
required during school hours, the following guidelines will apply:

Parent, or their designee, must:

Hand-deliver all medications to school. NO STUDENT
SHALL TRANSPORT MEDICATIONS TO OR FROM
SCHOOL. Medication is not to be given to a bus assistant to
deliver.

Fill out and sign the appropriate forms at school and verify the
amount of medication delivered by counting with a school staff
member.

Provide a separate supply of medication for school use.
Medication will not be transported between home and school
on a daily or weekly basis.

Cut any medication prior to delivering to school.

Provide any special supplies for medication administration,
such as a pill crusher, calibrated measuring spoon or cup, soft
food for mixing, or special drink the child requires.

Notify the school of any discontinuation of medication, or of
any changes in medication, dosage or time. Be aware that any
change such as these will require that a new form be filled out
and signed.

Pick up and sign out any unused or unnecessary medication at
the end of the school year. Be aware that any medication
remaining at the end of the school year will be destroyed.

Blue: Used for prescription medication, to be signed by
parent.

Orange: Used for over the counter products or non-
prescription medication, to be signed by both parent
AND health care provider.

Keep all medications in the original pharmacy or UNOPENED,
manufacturers container.

Ensure prescription medication has a readable label to
include: student’s name, medication name, specific
dosage instructions, date the prescription was filled,
health care provider name, and pharmacy name and
telephone number.

Ensure the dosage instructions are specific with time
of administration during the school day.

Ex: Daily medication: “Ritalin 5 mg. orally at 11:00
AM daily”

Ex: As needed medication: “Ventolin inhaler 2 puffs
every 4 hrs. as needed for breathing difficulties”

Ensure over the counter products or medications (OTC)
have health care provider order to include: student’s name,
medication name, specific dosage instructions, signature, and
phone number.

Ensure the dosage instructions are specific with time
of administration during the school day.

Ex: Daily OTC product/medication: “Apply sunscreen
before PE daily”

Ex: As needed OTC product/medication: “Tylenol 325
mg. one tablet every 4 hours as needed for pain”
Recognize that narcotics, barbiturates, and non-FDA
regulated non-prescription herbal products will not be
given at school.

Fill out new medication cards and authorization forms
each school year.
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Students may carry and self-administer inhalers, Epi-Pens,
insulin and pancreatic enzymes only if the appropriate
authorization form is on file at the school and the school nurse
has assessed the self-administration to be safe and effective.
Only Health Services staff will administer insulin, if necessary.
If there are any questions, please feel free to contact your
child’s school and ask to speak with the school nurse.
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Transportation

Sample 1: Lola will not ride the bus home from school this afternoon.
Sample 2: Starting May 1, Mark will no longer ride the bus to school.
Sample 3: Raul will be a car rider today.

Sample 4: Sasha will be walking home today.

Note: Please let the school personnel know in case of any changes to
the school bus transportation.

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Pinellas Pathways to Graduation

The Pinellas County School District has created three Pathways to
Graduation to boost student achievement and assist families with
educational planning: The Advanced Scholar Pathway, the College
Scholar Pathway and the Technical/College Pathway.

The Advanced Scholar Pathway includes a rigorous series of
required and elective courses that best prepare students seeking
admission to competitive four-year universities both in and out of
state. This Pathway aligns with Pinellas County School’s Advanced
Scholar diploma designation.

College Pathway includes a rigorous series of required and elective
courses that best prepare students seeking admission to universities or
two- to four-year college degree programs both in and out of state.
This Pathway aligns with the state’s Scholar diploma designation.

Technical/College Pathway offers the opportunity for students to
challenge themselves in specific academic and elective areas of
interest, earn nationally recognized industry certifications and seek
admission to universities, two- to four-year college degree or technical
programs both in and out of state. This Pathway aligns with the state’s
Merit diploma designation.

Write Score is a program administered twice a year to help improve
8" grade student achievement in writing by providing detailed data on
student performance that directly correlates to Florida’s FCAT 2.0.

RediStep (reading & math): ReadiStep is a standardized test that is
administered in middle school. It is designed to help schools and
districts understand what skills students have and what skills they still
need to develop. It also provides students and their families with
information about students’ current academic skill levels. Students will
be administered RediStep in the fall.

English Language Arts Module Testing: English Language Arts
Module assessments will be administered in grades K-5. Language
Aurts assessments assess standards taught in each module. The purpose
is to determine student learning based on what was taught to get
information to drive instruction.

Math Common Assessments: Math assessments will be given in
grades 1-5. The Math assessment is read aloud to all students in grades
1-2 as they are taking the assessment. Each Math Common
Assessments is a cumulative assessment. It will assess tested
benchmarks for that grade level.

Science Common Assessment: Science assessments will be given in
grades K-5. The Science assessment is read aloud to all students in
grades 1-3 as they are taking the assessment. All Science Common
Assessments are summative assessments. They will assess all tested
benchmarks for that grade level.
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3rd and 5th grade Portfolio Testing: Students take the required
number of portfolio tests to demonstrate they are reading on grade
level as evidenced by mastery of the Language Arts Florida Standards
in reading that would be equal to at least a passing level on the FSA to
be considered for promotion consistent with the district’s guidelines.
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State Assessments

English Language Proficiency (ELP) for students in ESOL.:
Florida uses the English Language Proficiency assessment (ELP) as a
tool to measure the progress of English Language Learners (ELLS)
proficiency in English; thus, ensuring the skills needed in school to
achieve at high levels, academically.

Florida Assessments for Instruction in Reading (FAIR):

The Florida Department of Education has made new Florida
Assessments for Instruction in Reading available to students K- 12.
This new assessment system provides teachers screening, diagnostic,
and progress monitoring information that is essential to guiding
instruction in Reading Comprehension, Maze (students will read two
passages, 3 min. each), and Word Analysis (Spelling). It is being
administered to students three times a year, in the fall, winter, and

spring.

FLKRS (Florida Kindergarten Readiness Screener): The purpose
of the Florida Kindergarten Readiness Screener (FLKRS) is to gather
information about a child’s overall development and address each
student’s readiness for kindergarten based on the Florida Early
Learning and Developmental Standards for Four-Year-Olds. The
FLKRS is also used to calculate VPK Provider Kindergarten
Readiness Rate, which measures how well a VPK provider prepares 4-
year-olds to be ready for kindergarten based on the standards.
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SAT 10 (Stanford Achievement Test) Scholastic Aptitude Test
(SAT) - The SAT is a globally recognized college admission test of
reading, writing and math. Most students take the SAT during their
junior or senior year of high school, and almost all colleges and
universities use the SAT to make admission decisions.

Postsecondary Education Readiness Test (PERT): The
Postsecondary Education Readiness Test (P.E.R.T.) is Florida's
customized common placement test. The purpose of the P.E.R.T. is to
determine accurate course placement based on the student's skills and
abilities. The P.E.R.T. is aligned with the Postsecondary Readiness
Competencies identified by Florida faculty as necessary for success in
entry-level college credit coursework. The P.E.R.T. assessment system
includes Placement and Diagnostic tests in mathematics, reading and
writing.

Florida Alternate Assessments for Students with Significant
Disabilities (FAA): is designed for students whose participation in the
general statewide assessment is not appropriate even with
accommodations. The Florida Alternate Assessment measures student
academic performance on the Next Generation Sunshine State
Standards Access Points (NGSSS-AP) in Language Arts,
Mathematics, and Science at three levels of complexity; participatory,
supported, and independent. Only students with the most significant
cognitive disabilities who are eligible under IDEA will participate in
the Florida Alternate Assessment.

Advanced Placement (AP): is a nationwide program consisting of
more than 30 college-level courses and exams offered at participating
high schools. Subjects range from art to statistics. Students who earn a
qualifying grade of 3 or above on an AP exam can earn college credit
or advanced placement or both, depending on the college or university.
Students in Florida's public secondary schools enrolled in AP courses
do not have to pay to take the exams.
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American College Testing (ACT): is a national college admissions
examination that consists of subject area tests in English, mathematics,
reading, and science. The ACT Plus Writing includes the four subject
area tests plus a 30-minute writing test. ACT results are accepted by
all four-year colleges and universities in the U.S.

National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) grades 4, 8
and 12: The National Assessment of Educational Progress is a
periodic national assessment of America's students in mathematics,
reading, science, writing, the arts, civics, economics, geography, and
U.S. history.

Florida Standards Assessments (FSA) — English Language Arts
(grades 3-11) Writing (grades. 4-11) Mathematics (grades 3-11)

End of Course (EOC) —Algebra 1, Algebra 11, Geometry The
Florida End-of-Course Assessments are computer-based tests designed
to measure student achievement of the Next Generation Sunshine State
Standards for specific middle- and high-school level courses (Algebra
1, Biology 1, Geometry, U.S. History, and the Civics EOC will be
administered to seventh graders for the first time in 2014).

PSAT/SAT/ACT: Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship
Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT) is a standardized test that provides
firsthand practice for the SAT®. It also gives students a chance to enter
NMSC scholarship programs and gain access to college and career
planning tools. The PSAT/NMSQT measures critical reading skills,
math problem-solving skills, and writing skills.

Volunteering

New Volunteers Applicants:
e Must complete the front and back of the VVolunteer Registration
Form. Registration forms can be found on the Pinellas County
School Board website www.pcsb.org.

e Cannot start volunteering until their background check has
been completed and approved.

e Background screening process takes 10-15 business days to be
completed.
e The volunteer profile status will be updated in the
Volunteer System when the background check is
completed.

e Must provide a Government Issued I.D. to be processed, for
example:
e Driver’s License (FL or out-of-state)
e Country of origin Government Issued ID Card
e Florida I.D. Card
e Military I.D.

Applicants without a Social Security Number:

e Can complete the application and submit it to the school. If no
criminal history is found, the volunteer’s profile status will be
coded as a “Limited Volunteer.” This means that there will be
no alone “one-on-one” with students and the volunteer will be
supervised at all times.

e Volunteers who have a “Limited Volunteer” status can
volunteer in the following areas:
o Media Center Assistant
o Classroom Assistant
o Front Office
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o Attend Field Trips as a Chaperone (supervised)
o PTA or SAC Board Member

Example 1: I would like to be a volunteer in Tanja’s classroom.
Example 2: 1 would like to chaperone the field trip.

Note: Please contact the school for the volunteering opportunities and
procedures.
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The FOCUSI/SIS (https://focus.pcsb.org) is a secure website showing
only your child’s information.

Parents may view their child’s attendance, schedule, upcoming
assignments and test dates, in-progress grades, test/quiz scores,
homework, grades and project work, final grades, GPA and Class
Rank, discipline/referrals, demographic information, medical
information, important school messages, announcements, and
upcoming school events, school calendar showing meetings, alerts
concerning your child’s attendance since your last log in, and teachers’
direct email links.

You have a previous FOCUS account if you:

e Everused FOCUS to view your child’s grades or attendance.

e Ever used SRS (Student Reservation System) to change any of
your child’s information, reserved a seat spoil in a school, or
applied for a PCS magnet or fundamental school.

e If you have forgotten your FOCUS username and/or password,
visit any school for assistance.

How does a parent obtain an account if they have never previously had
a FOCUS account?
e Visit any school to apply and bring a valid ID (one of the
following):
o Driver’s License
o State ID card
o Military ID
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
