Children must be 4 years old on or before September 1, 2020.  
The program can be extended for the last 3 hours of the school day 
through a tuition fee of $65 a week and a $65 registration fee, which 
will be applied to the last week’s tuition. The school year program 
runs from August 12, 2020 – May 27, 2021.

	 Log onto reservation.pcsb.org to find out if your application was 
accepted. You must accept an invitation to keep your seat.

	Enroll at Assigned School March 23, 2020 –April 3, 2020
	 To enroll, bring your Certificate of Eligibility (voucher) or 

confirmation number and the following documents to your 
assigned school:
• �Birth certificate/proof of child’s age
• �Florida Certificate of Immunization (DH Form 680)
• �Physical examination certificate signed by a licensed examiner
• �Proof of Florida residency (two forms of documentation 

required)
Failure to enroll by April 3rd will result in an expired reservation.
