BOILER MECHANIC-JOURNEYMAN

MAJOR FUNCTION:

Performs skilled journeyman level work in the assembly, analysis and diagnosis of problems, repair, and
preventative maintenance of gas and oil-fired boilers and related pressure vessels. Provides lead
direction and training to subordinates. Work is performed under general direction with much
independence, and reviewed through results obtained.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Performs journeyman level mechanical work involving the installation, repair, and preventive
maintenance of pressure vessels including layout, cutting, fitting, bolting, and welding of heavy metal
plates, tubes and castings.

e Installs, alters, repairs and maintains high and low pressure steam or hot water systems, and related
equipment.

e Performs stack work on support, mainstay and bonnet; works with internals (e.g., purging gases,
rolling tubes, etc.) and externals (e.g. controls, piping, safety devices, etc.).

o Estimates supplies and costs; requisitions materials to effect needed repairs; reads blueprints and
works from sketches; constructs templates to assist with layout.

e Directs helpers in the cleaning and repair of boilers and related equipment; insures safety procedures
are followed.

e Pours castable refractory firebrick and other firebox insulation; removes and replaces defective
firebrick.

o Tests assembled vessels for water or gas leakage; may patch boiler insulation with cement.

o Verifies dimensions of accessories to adapt boiler to location; lays out reference points for
installation.

e Performs other work as assigned.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

Graduation from high school or possession of a GED, plus four (4) years progressively responsible work
experience in commercial and industrial gas and fuel oil fired heating systems. The successful
completion of up to two (2) years of verifiable formal training in the trade (vocational, military, or
indentured apprentice school) may be substituted for a like amount of the experience requirement.
Possession of a valid State of Florida Class E noncommercial driver's license, and any other license as
may be required by law.
