Discussion: What advice do you have for Sam?
Week 4 Situation: Sue was chosen to be a safety patrol
because she is a good citizen. She sees her best friend running
down the hall. Dilemma: On one hand Sue knows she should
write a referral on her friend. On the other hand, Sue does not
want to get her best friend in trouble. Discussion: What advice
do you have for Sue?
