Sawgrass Lake Elementary believes in involving parents in all aspects of its Title | programs, therefore our school will encourage parents to
become active members of our School Advisory Council (SAC). More than 50 percent of the members of the SAC are required to be parent (non-
employee) representatives. The SAC has the responsibility for developing, implementing, and evaluating the various school level plans, including
the School Improvement Plan (SIP) and Parent and Family Engagement Plan (PFEP). Administration will also utilize the PTA as a means for
communication and an opportunity to gather stakeholder feedback. Open house will be another opportunity for the school to share our action
plan and goals with a survey to provide feedback as well.

Additionally, parents will be provided opportunities to give input in the development and decision-making process of all Title | activities related
to the school. An annual evaluation will be conducted using surveys completed by stakeholders. The results will be analyzed to evaluate the
effectiveness of the school's parent involvement program.

Most communication between school and home will be translated into Spanish, in addition to English however our school dojo
communication app translates to the language chosen by the family.
