Christopher Dorsey - received his Bachelor of Music Education from Jackson State
University (1983) and his M. S. of Education — Instrumental Music, from the University
of Florida (1986). Christopher has taught for more than 32 years at various schools in
Miami-Dade and Broward Counties. Mr. Dorsey is an active member of FBA, FOA,
NAfME, and FMEA. He is an FBA Certified Adjudicator and has been called upon to
adjudicate for Music Performance Assessment Evaluations throughout the state. Since
2004, as the Director of Jazz Studies and Instrumental Music, he has developed the
Jazz Program at Dillard Center for the Arts into one of the premier high school jazz
programs in the country. The DCA Jazz Ensemble has been on of 15 National Finalist
for the Essentially Ellington High School Jazz Festival Competition 9 times between
2010 through 2019, with performances at Lincoln Center in New York City with world
renowned jazz trumpeter Wynton Marsalis in 2011, 2012, and 2018 as First Place
Winners.

Currently,
Mr. Santiago serves as the Director of Music & Worship at the Crossings Church in
Winter Garden, FL, but resides in St. Cloud, FL, with his wife and three children.

Rosemary Collins - is the director or choral activities at Clearwater High School in
Clearwater, Florida. She holds a Bachelor of Music degree from the University of
Southern Mississippi, and a Master of Music degree from Southeastern Louisiana
University.
