Christopher Ellis holds his bachelor’s degree in music education K-12 from Florida Atlantic 
University. He currently serves music programs throughout Pinellas County as a Music Education 
Representative with Music & Arts. Prior to this position, Mr. Ellis spent thirteen years as a 
middle school band director. Eight of those years were spent right here in Pinellas County as he 
led the programs at Tyrone Middle School and Osceola Middle School. Mr. Ellis then went on to 
revive the band programs at Greco Middle School and Woodrow Wilson Middle School in 
Hillsborough County. Bands and orchestras under Mr. Ellis’ direction consistently earned 
superior ratings at district performance assessments and in 2019, the Osceola Middle School 
Band Program was awarded the Five-Year Superior Award for the first time in school history from 
the Florida Bandmasters Association for having earned superior ratings for five consecutive 
years. Mr. Ellis continues to work weekly with educators and students in person and online to 
serve the music education community he cares about so much.

High School Band Clinician Bios

Dr. Travis Cross - 11th and 12th Grade Band
Travis J. Cross (he/him) serves as professor of music and director of bands at UCLA, where 
he conducts the Wind Ensemble and leads the graduate wind conducting program. He chaired 
the music department from 2018–2023 and was associate dean for academic mentoring and 
opportunity during the initial years of the UCLA Herb Alpert School of Music. He previously 
taught at Virginia Tech and Edina (Minn.) High School. Cross earned doctor and master of 
music degrees in conducting from Northwestern University and the bachelor of music degree 
cum laude in vocal and instrumental music education from St. Olaf College. His principal 
teachers were Mallory Thompson and Timothy Mahr. Cross has appeared as a guest conductor, 
composer, and clinician in nearly 40 states;Canada, China, Germany, Korea, Singapore, Spain, 
Thailand, and the United Arab Emirates, as featured band clinician at the Texas Music 
Educators Association Clinic/Convention, and on several occasions at the Music for All 
National Festival and Midwest Clinic. Cross is a member of the Council of Korean Americans 
and a Yamaha Master Educator.

Cindy Berry-9th and 10th Grade Band
Cynthia Berry retired after 31 years as Director of Bands at Lake Brantley High School, in 
Altamonte Springs, FL. Prior to teaching at Lake Brantley, Miss Berry taught at Edgewater High 
School in Orlando, Florida and Piper High School, in Sunrise, Florida. Bands under her direction 
consistently received straight superior ratings at FBA District and State Concert and Marching 
Performance Assessments. Miss Berry graduated from Plantation High School in Broward 
County, Florida. She received the Bachelor and Masters of Music Education degrees from 
Florida State University. In addition to the Florida Bandmasters Association, Miss Berry is a 
member of the Music Educators National Conference and Phi Beta Mu, an honorary Band 
Fraternity. She has received the Ella Scoble Opperman Award for music teaching from Florida 
State University and the Legion of Honor Award from Bandworld. A past-president of the Florida 
Bandmasters Association, she was inducted in 2002 into the Florida Bandmasters Association 
Hall of Fame. Miss Berry has been honored to conduct numerous All State, All County and Honor
