Clinician Bios

David Pope is an Associate Professor of Music Education and Chair of Professional Studies at Baldwin Wallace University’s 
Conservatory of Music. In addition, he serves as a senior conductor and co-director of Baldwin Wallace Conservatory’s String 
Orchestra Camp. As an active adjudicator and clinician, he has conducted numerous all-state orchestras, regional honor 
orchestras, university summer camps, and served as a guest clinician for various orchestra programs throughout the United 
States. Dr. Pope has presented string pedagogy clinics and his research at state, regional, national, and international 
conferences. He currently serves as the editor for The String Research Journal and on the review committees for Update: 
Applications of Research in Music Education and Research Perspectives in Music Education. Dr. Pope recently served as a co-
editor and compiler for Teaching Music Through Performance in Orchestra, Volume 4. He is also the recipient of the Distinguished 
Music Educator Award from the Yale Symposium for Music in Schools, the Emerging String Researcher Award from the American 
String Teachers Association (ASTA), the Presidential Service Award from ASTA, and the Outstanding Young Music Educator Award 
for the state of Tennessee. He taught middle and high school orchestra for 12 years in the public schools.

Sarah Ball has been teaching orchestra for twenty-six years, currently at North Gwinnett Middle School in Sugar Hill, Ga, where 
she is one of two orchestra directors. The 8th grade orchestra was selected to perform at GMEA in January (2012) and received 
the GMEA Exemplary Performance Award in 2009 and 2015. In December 2013, the NGMS Honor Orchestra was one of three 
middle school orchestras selected internationally to perform in Chicago, Illinois at the Midwest International Band and Orchestra 
Clinic, and has performed at Carnegie Hall. Mrs. Ball holds a Bachelor of Music Education from Appalachian State University and a 
Master’s in Curriculum and Instruction from Lesley University. She was named the NGMS Teacher of the Year for 2011-12 and was 
selected as the middle school Teacher of the Year for Gwinnett County. Mrs. Ball has presented professional development 
sessions at the school, county, state, and national level including the national ASTA conference and The Ohio State University 
String Teacher’s Workshop. Mrs. Ball started violin at the age of 10 in the Henderson County Strings Program (Hendersonville, NC) 
and currently resides in Johns Creek, Georgia with her husband Jerrod, and their cats, Topsy and Turvy.

Saundra Kitts began her musical studies on violin and piano at the age of 5 in Columbus, Ohio.  She became the youngest member 
of the Upper Arlington Community Orchestra at the age of 12.  At the age of 17 her professional career began while attending the 
University of South Florida and playing in the Florida Gulf Coast Symphony.  Upon completion of her degree in music performance 
Ms. Kitts became a member of the Caracas Philharmonic in Venezuela for 3 years.  She has traveled extensively throughout the 
United States and Europe playing in music festivals.  She founded and performs with The Bayside String Quartet.  Her conducting 
began with Community Montessori School in Tampa where she formed the music program as well as conducting the younger 
string group at Pinellas Youth Symphony.  She is a long standing member of the first violin section of The Florida Orchestra.
