* Cough (new or worsening) * Sore throat (new or worsening)
» Shortness of breath/difficulty breathing * Congestion or runny nose
* Extreme fatigue * Nausea/vomiting/diarrhea

Additionally, you cannot enter if you have:

* Been placed on quarantine for possible contact with COVID-19;

* Travelled to a location where it is recommended to self-quarantine as noted by State of Florida (found at
https://floridahealthcovid19.gov/travelers/); or

* A COVID-19 test pending at the recommendation of a health care provider or due to symptoms consistent
with COVID-19.
